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Baoing To A New Design

Bao Today is a well-known dim sum chain in Singapore that is known for its light-
hearted approach to the business.

Case in point is the Chinese name of the restaurant which is a play on the homonym
on the famed Song Dynasty perfect “Justice Bao” as well as its stylish approach to
interior design.

The particular branch we are looking at in this issue is located at the Rendezvous
Hotel in Singapore. Due to the need for consistency with the hotel facade, the exterior
of the Bao Today comprises of brick wall bathed in a white, similar to the hotel.

The white color hints strongly of modern industrial style that breaks away from the
notion of a typical dim sum restaurant.

The floor is tiled with synthetic wood flooring for durability as well as to tune out
some of the coldness from the white brick wall. Raw elements are aplenty throughout
to further the modernist tone and make the interior more inviting.

The light used in the restaurant is indirect and while in a bid to strike a balance with
the light from the hotel lobby seeping into the restaurant through the large glass walls.
The light streaming in and the warm soft interior lights create a comfortable dining
environment.

Bamboo streamers are placed throughout the restaurant and there is no mistaking that
this is a dim sum restaurant. The bamboo steamer on white surfaces lends a very
modern feel to the space. The designer also clothed the support pillars in bamboo to
avoid it looking out of place in the restaurant.

The bar stool option is an interesting idea not common found in Chinese restaurants
but works exceedingly well with the modernistic layout.

Not only that the bar counter is bathed in black color to make it distinct from the rest
of the restaurant and help partition the space without putting in actual barriers.
Bringing modern layout into traditional dining mixed with a touch of fun can create
interesting sparks that ultimately enhances the joy of dining.
